“What we’re drinking from today is what someone dug out years ago.” 

The Israelites moved on…Then they set out…in the wilderness…From there 
they moved on and camped…They set out from there and camped 
alongside…which is in the wilderness…From there they continued on to 
Beer, the well where the Lord said to Moses, “Gather the people together 
and I will give them water.” 
[Numbers 21:10-16]
